Unlocked - a creative literacy program

Unlocked invites poets and hip-hop artists into Correctional Centres to run intensive
writing workshops with inmates to enhance literacy and encourage positive creative
expression for some of the most marginalised members of our community. Piloted in
2010, Unlocked is now ongoing, having delivered over 15 programs with more than 130
inmates in 10 locations across NSW.

Ouir first Unlocked program of 2015 saw Nick Bryant Smith (a.k.a SOLO) returning to the
Compulsory Drug Treatment Correctional Centre for a special series of song-writing
workshops.

is a free poetry-
writing competition for students and
teachers in Years 3-10. The project

invites young writers and their teachers to
submit poems inspired by objects that are
special to them — past objects include a
stamp collection, a trampoline, flamenco

shoes and a magic rice cooker!

In 2014, Red Room Poetry Object received entries from over 130 school communities,
publishing more than 2550 student and teacher poems. In 2015, we hope to inspire and
be inspired by even more student and teacher poetry from across the country.

All submitted poems will be published online, and Poetry Object judge, celebrated poet
and author, Lisa Gorton, will award prizes for Best Student Poem (Primary), Best Student
Poem (Secondary), Best Teacher Poem, and Best School Installation.
